H.O.D. Civil Engineering welcomed all the members for the meeting and introduced new 
members Er. Yusuf Inamdar, Er. Sucheta Kalawar, Er. Pravin Kolhe and Er. Suneel 
Kulkarni to the board. 

HOD Civil Engineering presented a detailed report of the activities carried out in the department and especially the academic activities during the lockdown period. She also presented the action report on the suggestions provided by the board members in the last IAB meeting.

Er. Sucheta Kalawar suggested that the students can visit industry sites and subrnit report 
to site in-charge along with the outcome of learning, She also suggested to develop 
Students' mind set towards Entreprencurship from Second Year level only. 

HOD Civil Engincering informed the members that the Academic Structure (Pattern 2020) is 
being funalised and will be shared to the board members after the approval from Acadernic 
Board of the institute. 
Er. Hcmant Joshi suggested to include the clective courses in the curriculum in consultation 
with the board members so that the students will be exposed to the latest trends in the 
industry. 
Er. Manoj Deshmukh expressed the necessity of having a separate slot of Physical Training 
(P.T) for the students as physical fitness is extremely important for the Civil Éngineers. 
HOD Civil Engineering presented the details of the students undergone a semester long 

internship in the first semester of A.Y. 2020-21 and she also thanked Builders Association of 
India, Pune local Chapter for offering the internship to s0 students. However she mentioned 
that the internship could not be offered to these students because of not having in house 
facility for providing safety training to these students. She also informed the board members 
that the management has approved the necessary funding for installing the facility related 
safety training in the campus. She also informed the board members that the students also 
have an option to choose in house research internship under the guidance of department 
faculty members. 

Er. Sanjay Adsar appreciated the move of semester long internship and informed that 
B. G. Shirke group will extend 100% support for the activity. He also expressed that 
the research internship will be helpful for the students who aspire for higher studies. 
Er. Hemant Joshi as well as Er. Manoj Deshmukh also appreciated the institute for 
making a,semester long internship to the students a_ a part of curriculum and 
cspecially making it a credit based. 
Er Manoj Deshmukh further insisted that the safety training to be given to all the 

Civil Engineering students from first year to the final year. He also mentioned that 
BAI authorities would be happy to provide the training to the interested faculty 
members also in the field of their interest.
